A PROPOSED RESOLUTION

________
IN THE COUNCIL OF THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA

________________
To declare the existence of an emergency with respect to the need to approve the multiyear contract No. SO-19-002-0001847 with the Washington Convention and Sports Authority t/a Events DC and the Washington, DC Convention and Tourism Corporation d/b/a Destination DC

RESOLVED, BY THE COUNCIL OF THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA, that this resolution may be cited as the “Destination DC Marketing Services Contract Emergency Declaration Resolution of 2019”.


Sec. 2.  Emergency circumstances.


(a)
There exists an immediate need to approve contract No. SO-19-002-0001847 between the Washington Convention and Sports Authority (“Authority”) and the Washington, DC Convention and Tourism Corporation d/b/a Destination DC (“Destination DC”) to allow for the provision of marketing services to promote the District as a location for conventions, tradeshows, meetings, sports events, and group and leisure tourism. 
(b)
Section 208a of the Washington Convention Center Authority Act of 1994, D.C. Law 10-188, as amended (D.C. Official Code § 10-1202.08a), requires the Authority to maintain the Washington Convention Center Marketing Fund (“Fund”) to promote conventions, tourism, and leisure travel in the District of Columbia, and the hosting of sporting events, sports teams, recreational events and entertainment events in the District, and to contract with certain entities to achieve those purposes, with payment for such services to be drawn from the Fund.

D.C. Official Code § 10-1202.08a(e) mandates that Destination DC

serve as the lead organization to successfully manage and market Washington, DC as a premier domestic and international convention, tourism and sports destination.  
 (d)
The Authority and Destination DC now wish to enter into a marketing agreement with a term from date of full execution through September 30, 2023, with five one-year optional renewal periods.  The contract amount is an annual amount equal to 86% of the dedicated hotel taxes deposited into the Convention Center Marketing Fund annually pursuant to D.C. Code §§ 47-2002.02 and 47-2002.03, but in no event less than Four Million Dollars ($4,000,000.00); and (ii) pursuant to D.C. Code §§ 47-2002.03a, revenues from the additional hotel tax that are dedicated to the Authority for transfer to Destination DC. 
(e)
As a multiyear contract, Council approval of the Agreement is required pursuant to D.C. Official Code § 10-1202.08a(g) and D.C. Official Code §§ 1-204.51(c)(3) and 2-301.05a.  
(f)
Prompt Council action is necessary to ensure that there is a properly approved marketing agreement with Destination DC and that there is no disruption in marketing the District as a domestic and international location for meetings, conventions, and sports events and as a destination for tourism and leisure travel, and that revenues to the District and the Authority will continue from the sales of hotel rooms, restaurant meals, and overall visitor spending.


Sec. 3.  Emergency declaration.


The Council of the District of Columbia determines that the circumstances enumerated in this resolution constitute emergency circumstances making it necessary that the “Destination DC Marketing Services Contract Emergency Declaration Resolution of 2019” be adopted after a single reading.


Sec. 4. Effective date.


This resolution shall take effect immediately.
