TITLE I. GOVERNMENT DIRECTION AND SUPPORT 125 

SUBTITLE A. ARCHIVES ADVISORY GROUP 126 

 Sec. 1001. Short title. 127 

 This subtitle may be cited as the “Archives Advisory Act of 2020”. 128 

 Sec. 1002.  Archives Advisory Group. 129 

 (a) There is established an Archives Advisory Group to advise the Council of the District 130 

of Columbia about Project AB102C in the District’s Capital Improvement Plan to construct a 131 

new archives facility for the District of Columbia. 132 

 (b) The Archives Advisory Group shall consist of no fewer than 5 members and no more 133 

than 11 members, all appointed by the Chairman of the Council. 134 

 (c) The Archives Advisory Group shall consider such matters as schedule, cost, and 135 

building attributes regarding a new archives facility.  The group shall make recommendations to 136 

the Council whenever useful to the Council’s deliberative process. 137 
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 (d) The Archives Advisory Group shall have access to all draft and final documents 138 

relevant to planning and costing a new archives facility, including any feasibility study; 139 

provided, that requests for documents shall be made through the Chairman of the Council. 140 

 (e) The Archives Advisory Group shall not be subject to the Open Meetings Act, 141 

effective March 31, 2011 (D.C. Law 18-350; D.C. Official Code § 2-571 et seq.); provided, that 142 

all meetings shall be open to the public. 143 

 (f) Members of the Archives Advisory Group shall not be reimbursed for expenses, nor 144 

compensated.  Any other necessary resources shall be coordinated by the Secretary to the 145 

Council. 146 

SUBTITLE B. AUDIT ENGAGEMENT FUND 147 

 Sec. 1011. Short title. 148 

 This subtitle may be cited as the “Audit Engagement Fund Act of 2019”. 149 

 Sec. 1012.  Audit Engagement Fund. 150 

 (a) There is established as a special fund the Audit Engagement Fund (“Fund”), which 151 

shall be administered by the Office of the District of Columbia Auditor in accordance with 152 

subsection (c) of this section.  153 

 (b) The following shall be deposited into the Fund: 154 

  (1) All unspent local fund monies remaining in the operating budget for the Office 155 

of the District of Columbia Auditor at the end of each fiscal year; and 156 

  (2) Any other funds received on behalf of the Fund or the Office of the District of 157 

Columbia Auditor for the purpose of performing audits. 158 

           (c) Money in the Fund shall be used for operating expenses related to performing audits. 159 
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           (d)(1) The money deposited into the Fund but not expended in a fiscal year shall not 160 

revert to the unassigned fund balance of the General Fund of the District of Columbia at the end 161 

of a fiscal year or at any other time. 162 

  (2) Subject to authorization in an approved budget and financial plan, any funds 163 

appropriated in the Fund shall be continually available without regard to fiscal year limitation. 164 

SUBTITLE C. FREEZE ON PAY INCREASES AND BENEFITS 165 

 Sec. 1031. Short title. 166 

 This subtitle may be cited as the “Balanced Budget and Financial Plan Freeze on Salary 167 

Schedules, Benefits, and Cost-of-Living Adjustments Act of 2020”. 168 

 Sec. 1032. Definitions. 169 

 For the purposes of this subtitle, the term: 170 

  (1) “CMPA” means the District of Columbia Government Comprehensive Merit 171 

Personnel Act of 1978, effective March 3, 1979 (D.C. Law 2-139; D.C. Official Code § 1-601.01 172 

et seq.). 173 

  (2) “Covered agency” means an agency, office, or instrumentality of the District 174 

government and independent agencies, as defined in section 301(13) of the CMPA, effective 175 

March 3, 1979 (D.C. Law 2-139; D.C. Official Code § 1-603.01(13)), except that the term 176 

“covered agency” does not include the District of Columbia Housing Authority, District of 177 

Columbia Housing Finance Agency, District of Columbia Water and Sewer Authority, Not-for-178 

Profit Hospital Corporation, the Board of Trustees of the University of the District of Columbia, 179 

or the Washington Convention and Sports Authority. 180 
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  (3) “Negotiated salary schedule” means a salary schedule specified in a collective 181 

bargaining agreement. 182 

  (4) “Negotiated salary, wage, and benefits provision” means the salary and 183 

benefits provided in a collective bargaining agreement. 184 

  (5) “Personnel authority” shall have the same meaning as set forth in section 185 

301(14) of the CMPA. 186 

 Sec. 1033. Freeze on cost-of-living adjustments. 187 

 Notwithstanding any other provision of law, rule, or collective bargaining agreement, an 188 

employee of a covered agency shall not receive a cost-of-living adjustment during the period 189 

from October 1, 2020, through September 30, 2024. 190 

 Sec. 1034. Maintenance of Fiscal Year 2020 salary schedules and benefits. 191 

 Notwithstanding any other provision of law, collective bargaining agreement, 192 

memorandum of understanding, side letter, or settlement, whether specifically outlined or  193 

incorporated by reference, all Fiscal Year 2020 salary schedules of covered agencies shall be 194 

maintained during Fiscal Years 2021, 2022, 2023, and 2024 and no increase in salary or benefits, 195 

including increases in negotiated salary, wage, and benefits provisions and negotiated salary 196 

schedules, shall be provided in Fiscal Years 2021, 2022, 2023, or 2024 from the Fiscal Year 197 

2020 salary and benefits levels of covered agencies. 198 

Sec. 1035. Rules. 199 

 To the extent authorized by the CMPA or other applicable law to issue rules to administer 200 

the salary or benefits program of a covered agency, the personnel authority for a covered agency 201 

may, pursuant to Title I of the District of Columbia Administrative Procedure Act, approved 202 
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October 21, 1968 (82 Stat. 1204; D.C. Official Code § 2-501 et seq.), issue rules to implement 203 

this subtitle. 204 

 Sec. 1036. Revised revenue contingency. 205 

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the amount of local recurring revenues 206 

included in the Chief Financial Officer’s revenue estimates for Fiscal Year 2021 issued prior to 207 

January 1, 2021 that exceeds the April 24, 2020 revenue estimate incorporated in the approved 208 

budget and financial plan for Fiscal Year 2021 shall be deposited in the Workforce Investment 209 

Account to be available to satisfy the Fiscal Year 2021 negotiated salary adjustments set aside by 210 

section 1033 for employees in the bargaining units covered by the collective bargaining 211 

agreements approved pursuant to the Interest Arbitration Award and Collective Bargaining 212 

Agreement between the District of Columbia Public Schools and the Office of the State 213 

Superintendent of Education and the American Federation of State, County and Municipal 214 

Employees, District Council 20, Local 2921, AFL-CIO Emergency Approval Resolution of 215 

2020, effective March 3, 2020 (Res. 23-374; 67 DCR 2735), and the Compensation Collective 216 

Bargaining Agreement between the District of Columbia Government and Compensation Units 1 217 

and 2, FY 2018-FY2021, Approval Resolution of 2018, deemed approved February 23, 2018 218 

(P.R. 22-738; 65 DCR 872). 219 

 Sec. 1037. Applicability. 220 

This subtitle shall apply as of July 31, 2020. 221 

SUBTITLE D. ADVISORY NEIGHBORHOOD COMMISSIONS TECHNICAL 222 

SUPPORT AND ASSISTANCE 223 

 Sec. 1041.  Short title. 224 
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 This subtitle may be cited as the “Advisory Neighborhood Commissions Technical 225 

Support and Assistance Amendment Act of 2020”. 226

 “(b) Money from the following sources shall be deposited in the Fund:  239 

  “(1) Such amounts as may be appropriated to the Fund; and 240 

  “(2) Any amounts allocated to Advisory Neighborhood Commissions pursuant to 241 

Section 738(e) of the District of Columbia Self-Government and Governmental Reorganization 242 

Act, approved December 24, 1973 (87 Stat. 824; D.C. Code § 1-251(e)), that are forfeited or 243 

unclaimed by the last day of the fiscal year pursuant to section 16(d)(3) or section 16(j)(3) of the 244 

Advisory Neighborhood Commissions Act of 1975, effective March 26, 1976 (D.C. Law 1-58; 245 

D.C. Official Code § 1309.13). 246 
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 “(c) Money in the Fund shall be used to provide the following services and supports at 247 

the request of Advisory Neighborhood Commissions and subject to such limitations or 248 

prioritization as the Office may establish due to limitation of funding: 249 

  “(1) Planning, development, or procurement of a mobile or computer application 250 

to assist Advisory Neighborhood Commissioners with outreach and engagement with their 251 

constituents; 252 

  “(2) Supplementing any funding allocated for communications access services, 253 

including sign language interpretation, computer-aided real-time transcription, and other services 254 

and supports, for Advisory Neighborhood Commissions; provided, that the funding allocated for 255 

this purpose prove insufficient; 256 

  “(3) Ensuring that Advisory Neighborhood Commissions have access to remote 257 

meeting technologies necessary for their operations; 258 

  “(4) Providing or procuring audio-visual technology and services to support 259 

Advisory Neighborhood Commissions; 260 

  “(5) Providing or procuring printing services for Advisory Neighborhood 261 

Commissions; and 262 

  “(6) Providing or procuring website assistance for Advisory Neighborhood 263 

Commissions. 264 

 “(d)(1) The money deposited into the Fund but not expended in a fiscal year shall not 265 

revert to the unassigned fund balance of the General Fund of the District of Columbia at the end 266 

of a fiscal year or at any other time. 267 
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  “(2) Subject to authorization in an approved budget and financial plan, any funds 268 

appropriated in the Fund shall be continually available without regard to fiscal year limitation.”. 269 

Sec. 1043. Applicability. 270

 (a) Section 1026 (D.C. Code § 10-551.05) is amended as follows: 277 

  (1) Subsection (a) is amended as follows: 278 

(A) Paragraph (8) is amended by striking the phrase “; and” and inserting 279 

a semicolon in its place. 280 

   (B) Paragraph (9) is amended by striking the period and inserting a 281 

semicolon in its place. 282 

   (C) A new paragraph (10) is added to read as follows: 283 

  “(10) Any study of the feasibility of initiating or expanding renewable energy 284 

generation, which shall include an analysis of the potential for capturing solar or other forms of 285 

renewable energy that is conducted pursuant to subsection (c-1) of this section.”. 286 

  (2) A new subsection (c-1) is added to read as follows: 287

Law 16-243; D.C. Official Code § 24-1302(b)(2)) is amended by adding new subparagraph (L) 326 

to read as follows: 327 

 “(L) Establish and implement a pilot program to support the employment 328 

of 10 returning citizens through grants to employers for two years beginning in Fiscal Year 2021; 329 

provided, that: 330 

  “(i) To qualify for the program, an eligible employer shall: 331 

             “(I) Register with the Office on Returning Citizen Affairs to 332 

accept applications for employment from eligible individuals; 333 
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                                               “(II) Demonstrate that potential employees in the program 334 

have opportunities for advancement within the eligible employer’s organization or industry; 335 

   “(III) Hire one or more eligible individuals who meet the 336 

requirements of sub-subparagraph (ii) of this subparagraph; 337 

   “(IV) Be located within the District;  338 

      “(V) Pay the eligible individual at least the minimum wage 339 

required pursuant to the Minimum Wage Act Revision Act of 1992, effective March 25, 1993 340 

(D.C. Law 9-248; D.C. Official Code § 32-1001 et seq.); 341 

    “(VI) Pay the eligible individual for a minimum of 20 342 

hours per week for a minimum of 8 weeks; and 343 

   “(VII) Complete an application and provide documentation 344 

as required by the Office on Returning Citizen Affairs to substantiate each requirement of the 345 

program for the participating eligible employer and for each eligible individual employed. 346 

  “(ii) For an eligible employer to receive a grant for the 347 

employment of an eligible individual, the eligible individual must: 348 

                “(I) Have been previously incarcerated; 349 

     “(II) Be a resident of the District; 350 

                “(III) Have completed a workforce development and life 351 

skills program within the District; and 352 

                “(IV) Have been unemployed for a period of at least 1 353 

month prior to being hired by the participating eligible employer. 354 

  “(iii) Grants offered through the pilot program shall be disbursed: 355 
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   “(I) Initially after an eligible employer has provided 356 

documentation substantiating that the eligible employer employed an eligible individual for a 357 

minimum of 20 hours per week for a minimum of 8 weeks; 358 

   “(II) Subsequent to the initial disbursement, at the end of 359 

each month that the eligible individual is employed pursuant to the requirements of the program; 360 

  “(iv) The maximum amount of the grant disbursements offered 361 

through the pilot program to each participating eligible employer shall be: 362 

   “(I) For the first year that an eligible individual is employed 363 

by a participating eligible employer, 40% of the minimum wage not to exceed 40 hours per week 364 

and 2,080 hours per year for each eligible individual hired under the pilot program; and 365 

   “(II) For the second year that an eligible individual is 366 

employed by the same participating eligible employer, 80% of the minimum wage not to exceed 367 

40 hours per week and 2,080 hours per year for each eligible individual hired under the pilot 368 

program.  369 

  “(v) The total amount of funding expended through the pilot 370 

program shall not exceed the amount budgeted for the program; except that: 371

 Sec. 1103. Section 25-723(c)(1)(B) of the District of Columbia Official Code is 423 

amended by striking the phrase “Columbus Day” and inserting the phrase “Indigenous 424 

Peoples’ Day” in its place. 425 

 Sec. 1104. Section 28-2701 of the District of Columbia Official Code is amended 426 

by striking the phrase “Columbus Day” and inserting the phrase “Indigenous Peoples’ 427 

Day” in its place. 428 

TITLE II. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND REGULATION  429 

SUBTITLE A. BUSINESS RECOVERY TASK FORCE ESTABLISHMENT 430 

 Sec. 2001. Short title. 431 

 This subtitle may be cited as the “Business Recovery Task Force Act of 2020”. 432 

 433 

Sec. 2002. There is established the Business Recovery Task Force (“Task Force”) to 434 

provide recommendations to the Mayor and Council regarding the recovery of the District’s 435 

businesses following the end of the COVID-19 emergency. 436 

Sec. 2003. Membership; appointment; staff; meetings. 437 

(a) The Task Force shall be composed of: 438 

  (1) The following government members, or their designees: 439 

   (A) The Deputy Mayor for Planning and Economic Development; 440 

   (B) The Director of the Department of Small and Local Business 441 

Development and 442 
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   (C) The Chairperson of the Council’s Committee on Business and 443 

Economic Development; and 444 

  (2) Eight representatives of business enterprises, one from each Ward, all 445 

of whom shall be District residents, who collectively represent industries and geographical areas 446 

hardest hit by the COVID-19 emergency, with at least one representative being an owner of an 447 

equity impact enterprise as defined by section 2302(8A) of the Small and Certified Business 448 

Enterprise Development and Assistance Act of 2005, effective October 20, 2005 (D.C. Law 16-449 

33; D.C. Official Code § 2-218.02(8A)) (“CBE Act”).  450 

(b) The business representatives shall be appointed by the Chairman of the Council from 451 

recommendations made by the Chairperson of the Council Committee on Business and 452 

Economic Development and shall serve without compensation. 453 

 (c) The Chairperson of the Task Force shall be designated by the Chairperson of the 454 

Council’s Committee on Business and Economic Development from among the business 455 

representatives. 456 

 (d) The Department of Small and Local Business Development (“Department”) shall 457 

provide administrative support for the Task Force. 458 

(e) If, when all the members have been appointed and the Task Force is functioning, the 459 

COVID-19 emergency is still in effect, the Task Force shall convene monthly. After the COVID-460 

19 emergency has been lifted, the Task Force shall meet not less frequently than quarterly until 461 

dissolved. 462 

Sec. 2004. Reporting requirement.  463 
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Within 180 days after the appointment of the appointed members, the Task Force shall 464 

submit a report to the Mayor and the Council that addresses the following:  465 

(1) Recommendations to identify and access available technical and financial 466 

assistance opportunities, including the Small Business Administration Disaster Relief funds and 467 

other federal funds as they become available;   468 

(2) Support for outreach and educational efforts to small businesses; and 469 

(3) Long-term policy recommendations for economic recovery of small 470 

businesses following the COVID-19 emergency. 471 

Sec. 2005. Definitions.  472 

For the purposes of this subtitle, term: 473 

 (1) “COVID-19 emergency” means the public health emergencies declared in the 474 

Declaration of Public Emergency (Mayor’s Order 2020-045) together with the Declaration of 475 

Public Health Emergency (Mayor’s Order 2020-046), declared on March 11, 2020, including any 476 

extension of those declared emergencies. 477 

 (2) “Small business enterprise” shall have the same meaning as provided in 478 

2302(16) of the CBE Act. 479 

Sec. 2006. Sunset. 480 

 The Task Force shall dissolve, and this subtitle shall expire as of the date the Task Force 481 

submits the report required by section 2003.  482 

SUBTITLE B. NEW YORK AVENUE N.E. RETAIL PRIORITY AREA 483 

EXPANSION 484 

Sec. 2011. Short title.  485 
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This subtitle may be cited as the “New York Avenue N.E. Retail Priority Area Expansion 486 

Amendment Act of 2020”. 487

fiscal year shall be trained in occupations that pay an average wage that is at least 150% of the 1036 

minimum wage specified in section 4 of the Minimum Wage Act Revision Act of 1992, effective 1037

et seq.).  1096 

(5) “Universal paid leave” means leave benefits available under the Universal 1097 

Paid Leave Amendment Act of 2016, effective April 7, 2017 (D.C. Law 21-264; D.C. Official 1098 

Code § 32-541.01 et seq.). 1099 

(6) “Workplace leave” means universal paid leave, paid sick leave, family and 1100 

medical leave, or any other job-protected leave to which an individual may be entitled under 1101 

federal or District law. 1102 

Sec. 2093. Workplace Leave Navigators Program. 1103 

(a) There is established a Workplace Leave Navigators Program (“Program”), which the 1104 

Director shall administer.  1105 

(b) The Program shall be funded with monies from the Universal Paid Leave 1106 

Administration Fund, established pursuant to section 1153 of the Universal Paid Leave 1107 

Implementation Fund Act of 2016, passed on 1st reading on July 7, 2020 (Engrossed version of 1108 

Bill 23-760).  1109 

 (c) The Program shall provide funds to: 1110 
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  (1) Organizations with demonstrated experience representing employees in 1111 

matters related to workplace leave solely for the purpose of specific assistance to individuals in 1112 

obtaining their workplace leave and benefits; and 1113 

  (2) Nonprofit organizations, businesses, or professional or trade associations with 1114 

experience representing or assisting employers with the administration or understanding of 1115 

workplace leave laws for the purpose of providing assistance to employers to share best practices 1116 

or guidance regarding how to:  1117 

(A) Coordinate and accommodate different types of workplace leave, 1118 

along with employer-sponsored disability plans; and 1119 

(B) Ensure compliance with workplace leave laws.  1120 

 (d)(1) Program funds issued to organizations for the purposes described in subsection 1121 

(c)(1) of this section: 1122 

   (A) Shall be used solely to assist individuals with: 1123 

    (i) Filing an initial claim for universal paid leave;  1124 

    (ii) Determining the type of workplace leave or employer offered 1125 

leave, including an employer-sponsored disability plan, for which an individual may be eligible;  1126 

    (iii) Filing an administrative complaint related to the provision of 1127 

workplace leave, including a complaint of retaliation; 1128 

    (iv) Responding to or appealing an initial administrative decision 1129 

or determination related to workplace leave; or 1130 

    (v) Providing an employer with appropriate documentation 1131 

supporting a request for workplace leave; and  1132 
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   (B) May be used to provide training and guidance to medical providers or 1133 

healthcare trade or professional associations on the requirements of workplace leave laws 1134 

pertaining to documentation supporting the need for leave. 1135 

  (2) Program funds issued to non-profits, businesses, or professional or trade 1136 

associations assisting employers for the purposes described in subsection (c)(2) of this section: 1137 

   (A) Shall be used to: 1138 

    (i) Assist employers with coordinating the employer’s workplace 1139 

leave programs, including employer-sponsored disability plans, with workplace leave laws; 1140 

    (ii) Provide guidance, including best practices, to an employer on 1141 

what an employer must do to comply with District and federal workplace leave laws and 1142 

regulations; 1143 

    (iii) Aid employers in responding to DOES’s request for 1144 

information from the employer, including requests related to claim determinations made by 1145 

DOES; 1146 

    (iv) Responding to an administrative complaint related to the 1147 

provision of workplace leave; provided, that Program funds shall not be used to respond to a 1148 

complaint of retaliation; 1149 

    (v) Responding to or appealing an initial administrative decision or 1150 

determination related to workplace leave; and 1151 

   (B) May be used to provide training and guidance to medical providers or 1152 

healthcare trade or professional associations on the requirements of workplace leave laws. 1153 

 1154 
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(e) Funds for the Program may not be used to prosecute or defend claims in a lawsuit 1155 

related to the provision of workplace leave.  1156 

(f)(1) The Director shall issue Program funds through competitive grants administered 1157 

pursuant to the requirements set forth in the Grant Administration Act of 2013, effective 1158 

December 24, 2013 (D.C. Law 20-61; D.C. Official Code § 1-328.11 et seq.), and section 2(b-1) 1159 

of the Workforce Job Development Grant-Making Authority Act of 2012, effective April 23, 1160 

2013 (D.C. Law 19-269; D.C. Official Code § 1-328.05(b-1)). 1161 

  (2) The Director shall issue an initial Request for Applications no later than 1162

“(2A)(A) School year internship pilot. — In Fiscal Year 2021, a pilot program 1174 

called the School Year Internship Pilot Program (“Program”) for 250 District high school 1175 

students to provide work-based learning opportunities during the school year. 1176 
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   “(B)(i) Students from District high schools, including public schools, 1177 

public charter schools, and private schools, who are not otherwise participating in an internship, 1178 

in-school youth employment, or a work readiness program may apply to the Department of 1179 

Employment Services (“DOES”) to be matched with an internship host through the Program. 1180 

    “(ii) DOES shall give the applications of at-risk students priority 1181 

over all other applications. 1182 

    “(iii) For the purposes of this subparagraph the term “at-risk” 1183 

means a public school, public charter school, or private school student who is identified as one or 1184 

more of the following: 1185 

     “(I) Homeless; 1186 

     “(II) In the District’s foster care system; 1187 

     “(III) Qualifies for the Temporary Assistance for the Needy 1188 

Families program or the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program; or 1189 

     “(IV) A high school student that is one year older, or more, 1190 

than the expected age for the grade in which the student is enrolled. 1191 

   “(C) DOES shall notify students of their placement with an internship host 1192 

by January 5, 2021.   1193 

   “(D) Interns shall work for their internship host between January 2021, 1194 

and June 2021.  1195 

   “(E) DOES shall pay interns a training rate of $10 per hour, which it shall 1196 

pay by way of a debit card provided to the intern or direct deposit. 1197 
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   “(F)(i) Internship hosts may be non-profit organizations, public schools or 1198 

public charter schools, government agencies, or private businesses. 1199 

    “(ii) Prospective internship hosts shall submit applications to 1200 

participate in the Program no later than December 1, 2020. The application shall include a 1201 

detailed job description that identifies specific tasks, projects, or duties that the intern will 1202 

perform and the name and job title of the individual who will directly supervise the intern. 1203 

    “(iii) DOES shall review internship host applications and shall give 1204 

priority to applications that will engage an intern in work experience activities, rather than work 1205 

readiness activities, for the majority of an intern’s time.  1206 

   “(G) DOES shall implement the Program through public-private 1207 

partnerships between the District government and an internship host that has the ability to 1208 

employ youth under the Program, subject to all federal and District laws, rules, and regulations 1209 

relating to the procurement and award of contracts, grants, or other government assistance. 1210 

   “(H)(i) DOES shall develop benchmarks for interns’ growth and 1211 

development in work readiness, which internship hosts shall utilize to assess an intern’s work 1212 

readiness.  1213 

    “(ii) An internship host shall provide its written assessment of an 1214 

intern’s work readiness to DOES within 30 days after the end of the internship.”. 1215 

Sec. 2103. The Department of Employment Services Local Job Training Quarterly 1216 

Outcome Report Act of 2012, effective September 20, 2012 (D.C. Law 19-168; D.C. Official 1217

“(8) In-school DCHR internship program. 1231 

“(b) The report shall include the following information for each program from the 1232 

previous fiscal year: 1233 

“(1) The number of participants newly enrolled; 1234 

“(2) The total number of participants, disaggregated by ward, grade, school, age 1235 

and, if known, at-risk status; 1236 

“(3) Each program’s total expenditures, disaggregated by fund type (federal, 1237 

local, Intra-district, or Special Purpose Revenue funds); and 1238 
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“(4) The names of any vendors, grantees, host employers (including public 1239 

schools and public charter schools for the High School Internship Program), host sites, or other 1240 

organizations providing services to youth. 1241 

 “(c) The Department may withhold from the report required pursuant to subsection (b) of 1242 

this section any information precluded from release by federal law, rule, or policy; provided that, 1243 

if at a later time, such information may be released, the Department shall supplement the next 1244 

annual report following the date on which the information may be shared with the withheld 1245 

information.

  (3) Complies with the Language Access Act of 2004, effective March 14, 2007 1270 

(D.C. Law 15-167; D.C. Official Code § 2-1931 et seq.). 1271 

(c)(1) The Office of Contracting and Procurement (“OCP”), in consultation with DOES, 1272 

should issue a Request for Proposals for the full modernization of the benefits system, consistent 1273 

with the requirements of subsections (a) and (b) of this section, no later than October 30, 2020. 1274 

  (2) The OCP should award a contract for the full modernization of the benefits 1275 

system no later than January 15, 2021. 1276 

Sec. 2113. (a) Beginning no later than 15 days after the effective date of this subtitle, on 1277 

any day when American Job Centers are closed (excluding weekends, holidays, and staff training 1278 

days), the Department of Employment Services (“DOES”) shall provide the following materials 1279

copies of all instructions that are available online for completing each form;  1285 

(3) Envelopes individuals may use in submitting their applications and complaint 1286 

forms, with space on the outside to identify the form being submitted; and 1287 

(4) A locked box with a slot into which individuals may deposit their completed 1288 

applications and complaint forms.  1289 

 (b) The DOES shall make the materials identified in subsection (a) of this section 1290 

available in a location at its headquarters that is publicly and handicap accessible.  1291

“(4) An analysis of any disparities in earnings, title, pay grade, length of time in 1326 

position, and educational attainment between employees who identify as transgender or non-1327 

binary and employees who identify as cisgender; 1328 

  “(5) An assessment of transgender and non-binary employees’ workplace 1329 

experiences as employees of District government agencies, including experiences of 1330 

discrimination, harassment, or mistreatment on the job; and 1331 

“(6) An evaluation of data, including participant demographics and program 1332 

outcomes, for transgender or non-binary participants in the Department of Employment Services’ 1333

application is approved, including how the employer will notify those employees in a collective 1607 

bargaining unit as well as any employees in the affected unit who are not in a collective 1608 

bargaining unit.  If the employer will not provide advance notice of the shared work plan to 1609 

employees in the affected unit, the employer shall explain in a statement in the application why it 1610 

is not feasible to provide such notice; 1611 

“(3) Identify the usual weekly hours of work for employees in the affected unit 1612 

and the specific percentage by which hours will be reduced during all weeks covered by the plan. 1613 

A shared work plan may not reduce participating employees’ usual weekly hours of work by less 1614 

than 10% or more than 60%.  If the plan includes any week for which the employer regularly 1615 

provides no work (due to a holiday or other plant closing), then such week shall be identified in 1616

plan is in lieu of temporary or permanent layoffs, or both, and provide a good faith estimate of 1632 

the number of employees who would be laid off in the absence of the proposed shared work 1633 

plan;  1634 

“(6) Agree to:  1635 

   “(A) Furnish reports to the Director relating to the proper conduct of the 1636 

shared work plan;  1637 

   “(B) Allow the Director or the Director’s authorized representatives access 1638 

to all records necessary to approve or disapprove the application for a shared work plan; 1639 

   “(C) Allow the Director to monitor and evaluate the shared work plan; and  1640 

   “(D) Follow any other directives the Director considers necessary for the 1641 

agency to implement the shared work plan consistent with the requirements for shared work plan 1642 

applications;  1643 
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“(7) Certify that participation in the shared work unemployment compensation 1644 

program and implementation of the shared work plan will be consistent with the employer’s 1645 

obligations under applicable federal and District laws;  1646 

“(8) State the duration of the proposed shared work plan, which shall not exceed 1647 

365 days from the effective date established pursuant to section 6; 1648 

“(9) Provide any additional information or certifications that the Director 1649 

determines to be appropriate for purposes of the shared work unemployment compensation 1650 

program, consistent with requirements issued by the United States Secretary of Labor; and 1651 

  “(10) Provide written approval of the proposed shared work plan by the collective 1652 

bargaining representative for any employees covered by a collective bargaining agreement who 1653 

will participate in the plan.”. 1654 

 (c) Section 5 (D.C. Official Code § 51-174) is amended to read as follows: 1655 

“Sec. 5. Approval and disapproval of a shared work plan. 1656 

“(a)(1) The Director shall approve or disapprove an application for a shared work plan in 1657 

writing within 15 calendar days of its receipt and promptly issue a notice of approval or 1658 

disapproval to the employer.

“(f) Shared work benefits shall be charged to employers’ experience rating accounts in 1795 

the same manner as unemployment compensation is charged under the employment security law, 1796 

unless waived by federal or District law.  Employers liable for payments in lieu of contributions 1797 

shall have shared work benefits attributed to service in their employ in the same manner as 1798 

unemployment compensation is attributed, unless waived by federal or District law.”.

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SUBTITLE Q. EQUITABLE IMPACT ASSISTANCE FOR LOCAL BUSINESS 1836 

Sec. 2161. Short title. 1837 

 This subtitle may be cited as the “Equitable Impact Assistance for Local Businesses Act 1838 

of 2020”. 1839 

Sec. 2162. Definitions.  1840 

For the purposes of this subtitle, the term: 1841 

 (1) “Economically disadvantaged individual” shall have the same meaning as set 1842 

forth in section 2302(7) of the Small and Certified Business Enterprise Development and 1843 

Assistance Act of 2005, effective October 20, 2005 (D.C. Law 16-33; D.C. Official Code § 2-1844 

218.02(7). 1845 

(2)(A) “Eligible business” means an equity impact enterprise that has $2 million 1846 

or less in annual revenue and certifies in writing that the business is unable to obtain 1847 

conventional financing or is a business enterprise that cannot reasonably be expected to qualify 1848 

for financing under the standards of commercial lending.  1849 

  (B) For the purposes of this paragraph, the phrase “unable to obtain 1850 

conventional financing” means that the business has attempted but failed in the attempt to obtain 1851 

financing from conventional sources.  1852 

 (3) “Equity impact enterprise” shall have the same meaning as set forth pursuant 1853 

to the Small and Certified Business Enterprise Development and Assistance Act of 2005, 1854 

effective October 20, 2005 (D.C. Law 16-33; D.C. Official Code § 2-218.02 (8A).    1855 

(4) “Fund” means the Equity Impact Fund established in section 2163. 1856 
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 (5) “Fund Manager” means a private financial organization selected by the Mayor 1857 

pursuant to section 2164. 1858 

(6) “Private financial organization” means a partnership, corporation, trust, 1859 

limited liability company, Community Development Financial Institution, or a consortium of 1860 

partnerships, corporations, trusts, limited liability companies, or Community Development 1861 

Financial Institutions, whether organized on a profit or not-for-profit basis, that has as its primary 1862 

activity the investment of capital into businesses. 1863 

 Sec. 2163. Establishment of the Equity Impact Fund. 1864 

 (a) There is established a fund outside the General Fund of the District of Columbia, 1865 

designated as the Equity Impact Fund (“Fund”), which shall be managed by a Fund Manager 1866 

selected by the Mayor. The Deputy Mayor for Planning and Economic Development shall 1867 

provide, upon selection of the Fund Manager, $1.25 million in the aggregate in Fiscal Year 2021 1868 

for deposit into the Fund (“District’s initial investment”). 1869 

(b) The Fund shall be funded by money appropriated for the purposes of the Fund, other 1870 

amounts, if any, received by the District or Fund Manager for deposit into the Fund, and any 1871 

monies received as gifts, grants, donations, and awards. 1872 

(c) The funds in the Fund shall be used solely to:  1873 

 (1) Facilitate investment in businesses that lack access to capital; 1874 

(2) Make investments into eligible businesses based on an investment strategy 1875 

determined by the Fund Manager; and 1876 
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(3) Administer the fund, including the provision of technical assistance to eligible 1877 

businesses; provided that no more than 15% of the District’s initial investment may be used 1878 

annually for this purpose.   1879 

 Sec. 2164. Fund Manager selection.  1880 

 (a)  The Mayor shall solicit applications, in a form determined by the Mayor, for the 1881 

position of Fund Manager from private financial organizations. The application shall contain 1882 

description of: 1883 

(1) The qualifications of the applicant, including demonstrable experience in 1884 

investing in small business, businesses owned by women or economically disadvantaged 1885 

individuals, or in businesses that otherwise meet the definition of, or are similar to, an equity 1886 

impact enterprise; 1887 

(2) How the applicant will structure the Fund and investment criteria to achieve 1888 

the goals and objectives of the Fund; 1889 

(3) The ability and plans of the applicant to provide or raise sufficient funds to 1890 

provide matching contributions for the Fund; 1891 

(4) The ability of the applicant to maintain a sufficient fund balance to administer 1892 

the Fund; 1893 

(5) The type of businesses to be targeted for priority investment from the Fund;  1894 

(6) A demonstrable ability to offer a variety of financing vehicles, including 1895 

equity financing, revenue-based financing, royalty financing, and debt financing; 1896 

(7) The investment strategies the applicant will employ to achieve the goals and 1897 

objectives of the Fund; and  1898 
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(8) Other criteria that the Mayor considers necessary or appropriate.  1899 

 (b) An applicant for Fund Manager shall be selected based on a scoring rubric 1900 

established by the Mayor; provided, that: 1901 

 (1) A preference be given to applicants that are at least 51% owned, operated, or 1902 

controlled by women or economically disadvantaged individuals; and  1903 

(2) If the applicant manages an existing investment fund, the existing fund not 1904 

exceed $100,000,000. 1905 

Sec. 2165. Minimum requirements for investment. 1906 

(a) The Fund Manager shall source, underwrite, and monitor all investments placed 1907 

pursuant to this act. Except as otherwise provided by this act, the Mayor shall not determine the 1908 

recipient, amount, interest rate, or any other requirement related to an investment made pursuant 1909 

to this act. 1910 

(b) The following requirements shall apply to any investment in an eligible basis made 1911 

from the Fund using the District’s initial investment or proceeds thereof:  1912 

(1) The Fund Manager shall begin accepting applications from eligible businesses 1913 

seeking investment, on a rolling basis, within 30 days of being selected for the position by the 1914 

Mayor.     1915 

(2) For the Fund Manager to provide an investment from the Fund, the eligible 1916 

business must agree, in writing, to participate in technical assistance training. 1917 

(3) The Fund Manager shall establish, for each selected eligible business, a 12-1918 

month individualized business plan. Investments shall be distributed to the eligible business in 1919 

installments based upon completion of specific milestones clearly described in the business’s 1920 
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individualized business plan. The individualized business plan shall include technical 1921 

assistance, provided at no cost to the business, which shall include education on the 1922 

management and scale of a business through live training or guided recorded sessions. All 1923 

eligible businesses that receive an investment from the Fund shall be required to participate in at 1924 

least 3 months of technical assistance training.  1925 

Sec. 2166. Reporting requirements.  1926 

The Fund Manager shall submit to the Mayor, on a quarterly basis, a report on the 1927 

activities of the Fund. The report shall include, at a minimum: 1928 

(1) The aggregate amount of dollars invested in eligible businesses during the 1929 

reporting period; 1930 

(2) The number of eligible businesses receiving an investment, including the 1931 

name and business address for each; 1932 

(3) A copy of the individualized business plan for each eligible business, 1933 

including a description of the technical assistance training provided; and 1934 

(4) The aggregate amount of funds in the Fund and a breakdown of the amount of 1935 

the funds in the Fund used for each of the following, with each amount reported as a percentage 1936 

of the aggregate amount of the Fund: 1937 

(A) The percentage used for technical training assistance; 1938 

(B) The percentage used for administration costs; and  1939 

(C) The percentage used to compensate the Fund Manager.  1940 

Sec. 2167.  Recovery of District investment. 1941 
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The Mayor shall reserve the right to recover the amount of its initial investment into the 1942 

Fund and may exercise this right if the Fund Manager does not, within a reasonable period, as 1943 

determined by the Mayor, place investments into eligible businesses in an amount equal to the 1944 

amount of the District’s initial investment into the Fund. 1945

Year 2021.  For the purposes of this section, ”qualified affordable housing acquisition and 1955 

rehabilitation projects” means projects that meet the criteria for the use of money in the Housing 1956 

Preservation Fund, established by section 2032 of the Housing Preservation Fund Establishment 1957 

Act of 2017, effective December 13, 2017 (D.C. Law 22-33; D.C. Official Code § 1-325.351), or 1958 

the Housing Production Trust Fund, established by section 3 of the Housing Production Trust 1959 

Fund Act of 1988, effective March 16, 1989 (D.C. Law 7-202; D.C. Official Code § 42-2802).   1960 

Sec. 2173. Section 2009(d) of the Department of Housing and Community Development 1961 

Unified Fund Establishment Act of 2008, effective August 16, 2008 (D.C. Law 17-219; D.C. 1962 

Official Code § 42-2857.01(d)), is amended as follows: 1963 
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 (a) The existing text is redesignated as paragraph (1). 1964 

 (b) A new paragraph (2) is added to read as follows: 1965 

  “(2) Costs associated with the application or implementation of projects pursuant 1966 

to the Affordable Housing Loan Fund Authorization Amendment Act of 2020, as approved by 1967 

the Committee of the Whole on July 7, 2020 (Committee Print of Bill 23-760), shall not be 1968 

considered project-delivery costs for purposes of paragraph (1) of this subsection.
