The Committee of the Whole, to which PR 24-429, the “Citizen Review Panel Dr. Wanda
Thompson Appointment Resolution of 2021” was referred, reports favorably thereon, and
recommends approval by the Council.
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I. BACKGROUND AND NEED

On October 19, 2021, PR 24-429, the “Citizen Review Panel Dr. Wanda Thompson
Appointment Resolution of 2021 was introduced by Chairman Mendelson. The purpose of PR

24-429 is to appoint Dr. Wanda Thompson as a member of the Citizen Review Panel for a term to
end June 30, 2025.

Dr. Thompson is a Ward 7 resident and serves as the Pastor of The Ambassador Baptist
Church where she has been a member since 1976. She is a native Washingtonian. She grew up in
Ward 7 and has been a 37-year resident of the Fairlawn community. She received her Master of
Divinity degree from Howard University School of Divinity in 1996. Dr. Thompson received her
Bachelor of Arts degree in psychology from Dickinson College and her Master's degree and Ph.D.
from Temple University in Clinical Psychology and is licensed as a psychologist in both DC and
Maryland. She has also completed certificate classes in leadership development; business; and
public advocacy.
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Dr. Thompson is active in several community organizations, including the Wednesday
Morning Clergy, Sister Clergy group and Ward 8 Food Pantry Collaborative. She has conducted
trainings; participated in advocacy efforts; and believes in serving the community and in
advocating against displacement of long-time residents from the District.

In 2004, the Council approved the Child in Need of Protection Amendment Act (2004 Act).
The purpose of the 2004 Act was to reform the District's child protection law. More importantly,
the goal of the Council was to create a seamless and effective system for responding to any type
of child mistreatment, whether child abandonment, abuse, or neglect. An outcome of the 2004 Act
was to codify the establishment of the Citizen Review Panel (Panel). The Panel serves as an
independent oversight body for the District's child welfare system, to evaluate the District
government agencies involved in child protection as well as services provided by vendors.

Prior to the 2004 Act, the Panel was created administratively because Congress mandated
that states and other jurisdictions establish such Panels by July 1999 pursuant to the Child Abuse
Prevention and Treatment Act (CAPTA)." The requirement to establish a Panel was necessary to
continue to receive CAPTA funds. As required by CAPTA, the Panel evaluates the District's
child protection standards pursuant to a state plan required by the federal government and pursuant
to child protection standards set by federal law.

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The Panel consists of 15 members, all of whom must be District residents. The Mayor is
required to appoint eight members of the Panel and must designate the Chairperson. The Council
shall appoint seven members to the Panel and is required to designate the Vice Chairperson.

Further, the Panel is required to be broadly representative of the community and must
include members who have expertise in the prevention and treatment of child abuse and neglect.”
In addition, the appointees to the Panel should have a diversity of professional backgrounds and
must be familiar with the child welfare system.

Based on her credentials and her transit advocacy, the Committee recommends the
appointment of Dr. Thompson to serve on the Citizen Review Panel. Moreover, the Committee
believes Dr. Thompson meets the requirements to serve on the Panel pursuant to D.C. Official
Code § 4-1303.51. For the reasons stated above, the Committee recommends adoption of PR 24-
429.

Dr. Wanda Thompson, Appointee, testified and answered questions from Chairman
Mendelson regarding her background and experience as it pertains to the Citizen Review Panel
and her interest in serving on the Citizen Review Panel.

The Committee received no testimony or comments in opposition to Dr. Thompson’s
appointment.

VI. IMPACT ON EXISTING LAW

Members of the Citizen Review Panel are appointed pursuant to section 351 of the
Prevention of Child Abuse and Neglect Act of 1977, effective April 12, 2005 (D.C. Law 15-341;
D.C. Official Code § 4-1303.51), which establishes the Panel.

VII. FISCAL IMPACT
PR 24-429 will have no fiscal impact on the District of Columbia budget or financial plan.
Members of the Citizen Review Panel are not entitled to compensation.
VIII. SECTION-BY-SECTION ANALYSIS
Section 1 States the short title of PR 24-429.
Section 2 Confirms the appointment of Dr. Wanda Thompson as a member of the

Citizen Review Panel to serve a term to end three years after the effective
date of the appointment resolution.

Section 3 Requires that a copy of the resolution, upon adoption, be transmitted to the
appointee, the chairperson of the Citizen Review Panel, and to the Office of
the Mayor.

Section 4 Provides that PR 24-429 shall take effect immediately upon the first date

of publication in the District of Columbia Register.

The measure is legally and technically sufficient for Council consideration.

The proposed resolution would confirm the appointment of Wanda Thompson
to the Citizen Review Panel, pursuant to section 351 of the Prevention of
